Kobusch-Sengewald offers a new deep-drawing film: Softform

Warburg / Halle (Westphalia), 5 May 2008. Kobusch-Sengewald, manufacturer of plastic packaging solutions, has added a new film for sterile barrier systems to their range – Softform. Softform is a PE-based deep-drawing film whose extreme suppleness means that it is highly resistant to perforation and especially resilient. This new addition to the Kobusch-Sengewald film range, which already features Formpeel®, Formpeel®-T and PA/PE films, allows every kind of medical product to be packaged safely and securely according to its own individual needs.

Softform is a deep-drawing film especially developed for sterile barrier systems with simple forms. It is particularly suitable for sealing to uncoated paper, has excellent deep-drawing characteristics and an extremely soft haptic. All this makes Softform a low-cost alternative for the packaging of simple medical products. 

Formpeel® remains the solution of choice for products that require more complex packaging, such as medical products with points or sharp edges. This deep-drawing film, which is also PA-free, seals to coated paper or coated Tyvek®. The Kobusch-Sengewald portfolio also includes a special product version for sealing to uncoated Tyvek® ( Formpeel®-T. Both Softform and Formpeel® are virtually shrinkage-free, so they retain their form even after the deep-drawing process.

Besides Softform and Formpeel®, Kobusch-Sengewald also offers a wide range of PA/PE films. Depending on the sealing coating, these seal to both (un)coated paper and (un)coated Tyvek®. The PA/PE films have the highest transparency and scuff resistance properties of all deep-drawing films. On the downside, the high price of the polyamide raw material makes PA/PE films relatively expensive, and they also tend to shrink more. 
All deep-drawing films are suitable for ETO or radiation sterilisation, have a pleasant haptic, and have been test-run successfully by leading manufacturers of vacuum-moulding machines, such as Multivac. 
Kobusch-Sengewald is an internationally operating manufacturer and processor of flexible packaging, and also supplies specialist solutions for packaging foodstuffs, chemical and technical products and hygiene and medical articles.
